Recently, Horizon
purchased bicycles for local pastors. Now they can
easily navigate the village and better serve the
people.

Horizon relies on support from community
members to serve the people. Winston noted two
ways Rotaractors can help: by generating local
publicity for the cause and actually sending a team to
Africa.
